EXPEDITED VISITOR ACCESS SERVICE

To receive expedited Visitor Access Service, please complete one of the two
application forms listed below: Sponsored or Unsponsored. This will minimize
your wait time when in the Visitor Center. Visitors who decide to complete an
application on arrival will expect longer wait times, between 5-15 minutes.

There are two types of passes: Unsponsored and Sponsored:

Unsponsored passes are for 90 days and can be renewed. This pass is valid
through Tulley or Lieber Gate.
